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About the College

Shiromani Gurdwara Parbandhak Committee, Sri Amritsar has made a significant contribution to the
education system of Punjab. Pioneering varied functions in social welfare, SGPC has left no stone unturned in making
quality education accessible to the youth. Presently, it is running 72 schools and 39 institutions of higher education,
including four engineering institutes, two medical colleges and a university. This management committee ensures that
the education offered in all the educational institutions is affordable to students in rural and semi-urban regions of
Punjab. Khalsa College, Garhdiwala commands special prestige among educational institutions in Hoshiarpur. Dr.

Following
this, the college achieved glory under the blessings of honourable Mahant Sewa Dass ji, Headmaster Kartar Singh
Bains and Sant Baba Fateh Singh ji.

Aiming for the holistic development of the region and quality education for the rural folk, this college was
first set up in the building of Khalsa Higher Secondary School on the pious occasion of the 300th birth anniversary of
Guru Gobind Singh ji. Later it was set up in Sangla Hills High School for Girls, Garhdiwala. The college proved to be a
blessing to the area as this region was deprived of any premier institution for higher studies. After 12th standard, the
students had to go to Hoshiarpur or other far-off places for higher education resulting in a high drop-out rate in the
region. Today, top colleges fail to compete with the level of infrastructure of this college which once initiated from a
small building. Starting with just B.A. and B.Sc. courses, Khalsa College came under the management of the
Shiromani Gurdwara Parbandhak Committee, Sri Amritsar in 1996, after which various new courses and subjects
were added to the curriculum of the college. Today, around 50 teachers are mentoring various disciplines including a
Bachelor of Arts (B.A.), Science (B.Sc. - Non-medical), B.Sc. Fashion Designing, Commerce (B.Com), Computer
Applications (B.C.A) and Masters in Punjabi, Political Science, Commerce (M.Com), Chemistry (M.Sc.) and English
(M.A. English under Jagat Guru Nanak Dev Punjab State Open University, Patiala).

Additionally, professional and skill-based courses like Agriculture and Computer Science are also available
in this prestigious institution. The college has recently introduced various certificate and postgraduate programs under
Jagat Guru Nanak Dev Punjab State Open University, including M.A. English, Certificate Course in Embroidery,
Certificate Course in Creative Writing and Content Development, Certificate Course in Retail and Sales Management
Skills, Certificate Course in G.S.T. Filing and Practice, Certificate Course in Office Automation and E-Governance,
and Certificate Course in Sri Guru Granth Sahib Studies. These additions further strengthen the academic diversity
and professional training opportunities at the college.

Code of Conduct for Students in College Premises

Students must be punctual and regular in attending classes, tutorials, class tests, examinations, etc. Failure to obtain
the required attendance percentage, non-submission of assignments and unjustified absence from tests /examinations
will be treated as breaching the Code of Conduct.

Student must be seated in their classrooms at the beginning of each period/lecture. They must not enter or leave the
classroom without permission of the teacher.

Impersonation during roll call is a punishable offence.

Use of mobile phone during the lecture is prohibited and is liable for punishment.

Resorting to any kind of malpractice (copying, impersonation, use of unfair means, exchanging answer-sheets) during
examinations will not be tolerated and will be dealt with severely.

Students should carefully follow the notices put up on the Notice Board (both online and offline). No excuse will be
considered if the notices on the Notice Board are ignored.

When a teacher is absent or is unable to take class, students should maintain a strict order among themselves so as to
not disturb the adjoining classes. Under no circumstances should they leave the classroom without getting the
relieving orders from the teachers on discipline duty or college authorities.

Students are expected to treat the members of the staff, both teaching and non-teaching and their fellow students with
courtesy both in and outside the college. Students shall not, by their act or conduct, cause damage to the reputation of
the institution.

Students are expected to come to college dressed suitably and maintaining decency.

Students must wear and display visibly their Identity Cards at the gate while entering the college and always keep it on
during college hours inside the campus.

Students are not allowed to loiter or stand about the verandas or corridors of the college during study hours.

When assembled, every class must consider itself responsible for the conduct of its members.

Students are forbidden from inviting friends from other institutions and outsiders to the college.

No posters are to be pasted or fixed with cellotape anywhere on the college walls. Any writing, scribbling on the walls
will attract disciplinary measures against the student.

Smoking, chewing and spitting tobacco products or pan masala, consumption of alcohol or narcotic drugs is
strictly prohibited inside the college premises. Violation of this rule will invite disciplinary action. The college
premises is a smoking free zone, respectit.

Students must refrain from mishandling and tampering with library books or college computer systems.

Therightto access Girl's Common Room is reserved to girls only.

A student shall not commit or cause breach of peace inside and around the college campus.

Students are prohibited from indulging in games, even in small groups, anywhere in the college premises during
lecture hours.

Ragging in any form is strictly prohibited. Strict disciplinary action will be taken against those who violate this
rule.

Any damage or defacement of college property is a punishable offence. If a college property is found damaged while
the class is assembled, the loss may be recovered by a fine imposing upon the whole class in case the student
responsible for such a damage cannot be detected.

Habitual misconduct/repeated breach of the college rules & regulations will be considered as a grave offence and will
result in suspension/expulsion of the student with immediate effect.

The use of cycle stand is reserved for the college students only for which they are charged annually. Any student
parking his/her vehicle without the payment to the college will be fined. Students are advised to park their
cycle/scooter in the cycle shed only. The college undertakes no responsibility in the case of unregistered vehicles or
withouta proper lock.
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The students should behave decently in the college canteen. The boys cannot use the area reserved for the girl students
during the college hours.

No student can use the area reserved for the college staff in the college canteen.

Use of plastic is banned in the college campus. Any student found violating these rules will be fined.

Students are supposed to throw the waste papers in the dustbins installed at various places in the campus.

There are separate stairs reserved for the girl students near the Physics lab. Any boy using those stairs will be fined
severely.

Any student causing damage to the playgrounds and track will be fined.

No vehicle can enter the college playgrounds. Anyone found violating this rule will lead to disciplinary action.

No boy student can enter the girls' hostel.

The college campus is under CCTV surveillance and recording. Students are supposed to behave decently in the
college campus.

There are separate lawns for boys and girls in the college campus. Any boy entering the girls' lawn will be fined and
disciplinary action will be initiated against him.

The students are supposed to switch off the fans and lights after their class is over.

The students using computers in computer lab, library or in any department are supposed to switch off the
computer/printers after the use. Leaving the computer/printer on can damage the equipment. Any student doing so will
be fined.

There is an e-waste collection center in the college Computer lab. The students having any kind of e-waste at their
residence or in the neighbourhood are encouraged not to throw it away in the garbage. They can bring the e-waste to
the college and deposit it to the e-waste collection center where a register of the collected e-waste is maintained.

There are various drinking points in the campus and each one of them is connected to the water filters. The students are
supposed to turn off the taps after drinking water.

Fee is charged by the college in instalments throughout the semesters to facilitate the economically poor and backward
students. The students in turn are supposed to adhere to the deadlines of the instalment date given by the college.

There is a separate parking area for the college staff. Any student parking his/her vehicle in that area will be fined
severely.

The Principal has the power to fine or expel a student from the college if he/she takes part in any agitation subversive to
college discipline.

No meeting of students without the prior permission of the Principal can be held in the college campus.

The Principal can detain any student on account of deficiency in studies/lecture.

If a student remains absent from college without leave for seven days continuously, his/her name will be automatically
struck off from the college and he/she will have to seek re-admission.

As per the university rules, all students are required to attend at least 75% of the lectures delivered in each subject.
Attendance of 75% of N.C.C. parade is compulsory for cadets.

In case of emergency, leave can be availed by the students and should be made on prescribed form available with the
college office. Leave application should be signed by the applicant's father/guardian. A media certificate should be
attached with the leave application in case of long illness.

Leave up to 3 days will be granted by tutor incharge and for a period of more than three days by the Principal. A student
is allowed leave for 12 days only during the full session.

Every student must conduct himself/herself in a decent way. Disorderly conduct, talking or shouting in the class,
smoking or drinking in the college campus, bringing outsiders to the college, using unfair means in the exam,
tampering with notices on the notice board, causing damage to the college property will lead to strict disciplinary
action.

The students should maintain perfect discipline in and outside the classroom.
